SHOWCASE POLICIES AND GUIDELINES

1.  Showcase:  Participation is optional, however we feel this is an exciting opportunity for your child to showcase his or her talents.  For those registered after September 15, showcase fee will be due 30 days after your registration date.  Showcase is tentatively scheduled for June 1 & 2 at Southeast Community Church, Kingsland, GA. If you choose to participate in the showcase, Please read items 2-6.
2.  Fee and Tickets:  The price per ticket, regardless of age (excluding infants) will be $10.00 in advance $12.00 day of show.  All attending show will need a ticket.  A non-refundable Showcase fee of $50.00 for 1st dancer and $20.00 for each additional dancer includes each family receiving (2) two parent tickets for 1 and/or 2 shows.  The showcase fee is due in full by January 15th, 2012.

3.  Program ads:  Our studio prints a program booklet for the showcase.  This highlights our students with individual and group pictures.  


a.  Students selling at least 1/2 page ad in our program receives 2 free tickets to the showcase.


b.  The student selling the most ads will receive a prize.

4.  Drama & Chorus:  Showcase fee is $50.00 which includes two parent tickets.  


Costumes:  There is not a costume fee however the parent will be responsible for simple clothing pieces/accessories to match their group.
5.  Costumes:  Each student dancing in the show will need a costume for each number they are dancing in.  (Pre-ballet/tap and ballet/jazz combination class will need two costumes).


Cost:

· Child sizes are estimated at $65.00 per costume.

· Adult sizes are estimated at $80.00 per costume. (Some children due to height and weight may require adult size costumes.)

These costs are estimated. Your costumes may cost more or less than the above listed prices. 


Deposit:
· A costume deposit of at least $30.00 is due October 15, 2011. The studio assumes that by making this deposit you have obligated to pay for costumes in full, therefore no refunds will be allowed once the costumes have been ordered.______

· 75% of costume balances must be paid before December 16th, 2011.

· Costume balances are due no later than January 15th, 2012, however, may be payable monthly through that date. _______

· If full payment is not collected by January 15th, 2012, you will assume a $15.00 late charge per costume in addition to your costume balance.  This balance will accrue 1.5% per month for every month past due. ______

· Late costume orders (after December 16th) will be charged extra fees.______

6.  Accessories:  Most students’ costumes will require a certain color of shoes and tights.  Younger students’ tap shoes may need ribbons to match colors of their costumes.  Some dances may require props or sets.  All of the above may cost extra.______

7.  Rehearsals:  There are mandatory rehearsals the week of Showcase.  Dress rehearsal will be in full costume for all students.  If a rehearsal is missed you may forfeit your showcase opportunity and any monies paid and are still obligated to pay outstanding balances. _______
8.  Accounts:    All accounts must be paid prior to showcase rehearsal week to ensure participation in showcase.  Please be aware that registration and showcase fees, accessories, and costumes are non-refundable.
