Dear Parents, 
 
This is your information for showcase and rehearsals. PLEASE READ THOROUGHLY. 
 
Date:  Saturday June 6th, Matinee 12:00 pm and Evening 6:00 pm.  

*Call time is one hour prior to the performance. 
 

Location:  Camden County High School Auditorium (CCHS). 6300 Laurel Island Pkwy, 
Kingsland, Ga 31548. 
 
Parent Meeting – May 30st, Held at Studio 
Times: Last name beginning with Letter A-L 9:00-9:45, M-Z 10:00-10:45  
 
Rehearsal Week – June 1-4, Held at Studio 
 
Dress Rehearsal/Technical Rehearsal June 5th, Held at CCHS Auditorium  
***Check the posted schedule via email and at the studio for specific times for your child.    
 
Dress rehearsal and Parent meeting are mandatory.   
All accounts must be paid in full no later than May 15th. 
 
Dress Rehearsal is open only to the dancer, one parent, and backstage helpers.   
Please pack your child a healthy lunch with water only.  DDT Stars Booster Club will be 
selling concessions during Dress/Technical rehearsal and Showcase.  No food or drinks are 
allowed in the auditorium. 
 
COSTUMES:  Are not to be worn outside.  The costumes cannot be reordered!  Costumes 
must be hand carried to the auditorium.  Please have the performer’s name on 
EVERYTHING.  This includes accessories, shoes, and tights. Please put costumes in a 
garment bag with the performer’s name on the front of the garment bag. 
 
Shoes and Tights:  There are specific colors for each costume. Please double check the 
posted list on the wall at the studio and your email.  If your child will need shoes and tights 
for showcase, you must order no later than April 18th  to ensure on time delivery.  
 
ABSOLUTELY NO JEWELRY OR NAIL POLISH!!!! This includes earrings, rings, and necklaces 
etc.  If your child cannot take out their earrings, you must cover them with band aids. If we 
see jewelry, it will be removed and given back after the showcase.  We are not responsible 
for lost or stolen items. 
 
 
 
Make-up:  All children are highly recommended to have make-up on for the dress rehearsal 
and showcase. Lips and cheeks need to be red, no pinks and no sparkles. This includes 
body glitter; it appears as perspiration on stage.  Foundation should be one shade darker 



than skin tone, usually mom’s makeup will be the right color. Wear black eyeliner and black 
mascara. Eye shadow must be in brown, gray, or black tones – no blues, greens, or purples. 
 
Hair:  Please see “Shoes, Tights and Hair” list at studio to determine your child’s hair 
requirements.  You will need to use lots of gel and hairspray. Using bobby pins is also 
recommended.  All barrettes and scrunchies must match the child’s hair color. 
 
Photos:  Flash photos may be taken at dress rehearsal only. Please use discretion; this can 
be dangerous to our performers.  No photos during the show. We want all the attention on 
these performers, they deserve this. 
 
VIDEO TAPING:  You may video during dress rehearsal only.  No video taping of the showcase 
will be allowed.  This will be strictly enforced.  We will have a professional taking video of all 
shows.  There are order forms at the studio if you would like to purchase a recording of the 
show.   
 
VOLUNTEERS:  We will need parents to help in dressing rooms, security and props 
backstage. We will have a SignUpGenius that will be emailed to you for specific 
assignments.  The showcase cannot happen without your help!!! 
 
TICKETS:  The price of each ticket is $17.00 for Adults and $15.00 for Children under the 
age of 12 prior to the show date. Tickets can be purchased the day of the show for $20.00 
regardless of age.  All attending will need a ticket.  This includes small children not in an 
infant carrier.  We must abide by fire safety & all fire capacity standards.  
 
Program books:  Will be available at the showcase with the pictures of your dancer for a 
donation of your choice. Proceeds will be donated to the DDT Stars Booster Club.      
 
We have had an amazing dance year!  Your children have really worked hard and have 
turned into beautiful dancers.  After the showcase we will not have classes until Summer 
Dance Programs. We are accepting registration now for our Princess Camp, Ballet Intensive, 
KPop Video Camp, Game Day Camp, and Summer Dance Classes.  (Space is limited.)   This 
is excellent for polishing skills or trying new dance disciplines. The schedule is in your email 
and is posted at the studio and on our website and Facebook page.  
 
Please be patient with me during these next few weeks -- this is a stressful time only 
because I want everything perfect for your children, and I don’t always realize my tone of 
voice.  Thank you very much for your support.  It has been a pleasure for my staff and I to 
teach your children.
